18D Page 35, line 10, leave out from “(6)(a)” to the end of line 15 and insert “—
(i) the words “without being extended under section 5(2)”
become sub-paragraph (i);
(ii) at the end of that sub-paragraph insert “, or

(ii) having been extended under section
5(2) on fewer than four occasions,”;

(b) insubsection (7)(b), at the end insert “(and regardless of how many
times it has been so extended)”;

(c) insubsection (9)—
(i) omit the “and” at the end of paragraph (a);

(ii) after paragraph (b) insert “; and
“(c) 1is treated as having been extended under
section 5(2) on the same number of occasions

under section 5(2) on the same number of occasions (if any) as on which the
overturned notice had been so extended (including any extension that was
quashed).””
